Ever more people want an allotment; all across the country waiting lists are long with some people being told they will have to wait up to seven years, most people can expect at least a two year wait. 

We are concerned about the lack of allotment sites across the country and believe more should be being done to protect the sites .  We urge everyone out there who is stuck on a waiting list to take action.  The SWCAA are looking for active local groups across the country join us in supporting the modern development of allotment gardening. Interested? Then please contact us.

Is your allotment site under threat? We can help guide you through the processes needed to challenge a decision.  Are there not enough allotment plots to go around in your area?  Here are some steps you can take to get a new site up and running.

1. Get together a group of at least 6 individuals who want an allotment and who are registered on the electoral roll.


	2. Find if you can a plot of land you think will be suitable for an allotment site. 

3. Take your proposals to the Council, either by meeting or letter. If six resident Council tax payers each write in to state that such a need exists and each apply for allotments, then it is the duty of the council to 'take proceedings'. 

4. Join us: there is safety in numbers, larger groups of people have a larger voice and are therefore harder to ignore! SWCAA will be shaped by the needs and responses of its network of Friends who will, we hope, soon be able to provide intelligence in every locality and champion our cause; and support struggling helpful councils.
